He enlisted in the United States Navy in 1961
where he received many awards, two Meritorious Unit Commendations, Navy
Achievement Medal, five Good Conduct Medals, National Defense Service
Medal, Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal, Vietham Service Bronze Star, Sea
Service Deployment Ribbon, Vietham Campaign Service Medal, Navy
